Letters and Sounds Activities
Environmental Sounds – 

Listening walk, remind the child what makes a good listener (quiet, use ears and eyes). As you walk discuss the sounds that they hear and see how many different sounds are heard. Make a list of all the sounds they can remember when they get back.

Describe it and Find it - have a selection of farm animals set up. Describe one of the animals e.g. it has 4 legs, is black and white. Add more information if needed. Ask the child which animal you are describing and for them to make the noise that animal makes. The child can then have a go at describing.

Instrumental sounds:-

Which Instrument? – have 2 identical sets of instruments. Play and name each one. Hide one set behind a screen/box. As you play an instrument the child is to recognise the sound and play theirs.

Matching sounds- provide a selection of instruments /saucepans etc. Play a sound or pattern of sounds then pass it to your child to copy the sound or pattern of sounds.
Body Percussion:-

Sing Humpty Dumpty and tap different parts of your body for each line. The children will show you how we do it but it is just to tap out the rhythm.

Rhythm and Rhyme:- 

children enjoy rhyming sounds so although they might not be able to suggest rhymes they still benefit from hearing you say/ read them.

Rhyming Books – these are great and easy to source. If you would like to borrow any rhyming books just ask.

Rhyming Words – say ‘ I know a word that rhymes with cat, you put it on your head and the word is.......hat’

Alliteration:-

Hide 2 sets of toys each set must have names beginning with the same initial sound. As the items are found group the objects by initial sound and recite the contents .Wow you have found a car. Now we have a car, a cup, a cow and a crayon.
Name game:-

Make up silly sentences starting with a name e.g. Ben bought a big bouncy ball, Jess jigged joyfully .

Voice Sounds:-
Voice Sounds – show your child how to make sounds with their voice, both quiet and loud e.g. Wheeee!,  ssssss, Shshsh or buzz like a bumble bee. Get them to copy you and think up other sounds to try.

Sing songs – obvious but they do love it. Look at our song board for ideas of the songs we sing regularly.
