Kylie and I have been on a number of courses that have highlighted language development and would like to explain what we do at Pre-School to help each child gain the necessary skills to develop their language. We use the ‘Letters and Sounds’ activities that are linked to the EYFS, we do small group activities so each child has a turn to talk. We have given a couple of examples on the next page for you to try at home. At every opportunity we talk to the children often repeating their statement back to them but adding extra words to the sentence. Getting children to use new words helps them be cemented in their memory and thus develop their vocabulary. When we read stories we often ask the children what a word means and then discuss other words that mean the same e.g. massive, large, big, huge. We will go back over these words to remind the children and so they gain a bigger vocabulary. 








Finally if any parent would like to come into pre-school and share a story with the children, which would be great. Maybe as you drop off your child they could share their favourite story with you and their friends. We love hearing new stories and we all read them differently, so the children benefit lots.
